Europe gained ground on South America in terms of the number of FIFA Confederations Cup titles won.
UEFA representatives account for four titles compared with CONMEBOL's five, while Mexico claimed
the other one for CONCACAF.

Germany are the fourth reigning world champions to win the Confederations Cup after Brazil in 1997,
France in 2001 and Brazil again in 2005.

This edition continued the hoodoo of no foreign coach having won a Confederations Cup.

Germany are the youngest team to win the Confederations Cup, averaging 24 years and four months
old.

The group-round strike by Chile's Alexis Sanchez against Germany was the 400th goal in the
competition’s history.

During Mexico-New Zealand on 21 June, Dane Ingham became the event's all-time second-youngest
player at the age of 18 years and 13 days, behind his compatriot Chris Wood, who was 17 years and 192
days old when he took to the field in 2009.

Leon Goretzka scored the competition’s earliest brace against Mexico, netting in the 6th and 8th minutes
to eclipse the record of Gabriel Batistuta, who struck in the 3rd and 10th minutes against Cote d'lvoire
in1992.

In the defeat by Portugal in the play-off for third place, Mexico's Rafael Marquez became the
competition’s second-oldest player at the age of 38 years and 139 days, behind Tunisian Ali Boumnijel
who was 39 years and 66 days old when he played in the 2005 edition. Other top-ten entries in this
edition are Australia’s Tim Cabhill in fifth (37 years and 201 days) and Chile's Johnny Herrera in tenth
with 36 years and 44 days.

No fewer than four players entered the competition’s top-ten list of oldest scorers. They are Portugal's
Pepe in second place (34 years and 126 days) behind Lothar Matthaeus (38 years and 129 days in 1999),
compatriot Ricardo Quaresma in fifth (33 years and 265 days), Mexico's Oribe Peralta in sixth (33/160)
and Russian Alexander Samedov in tenth (32/340).

Englishman Anthony Hudson set a new benchmark as the competition’s youngest coach, having kicked
off New Zealand's campaign at the tender age of 36 years and 98 days, bettering the previous record
set by Nigerian Shaibu Amodu (36/263) in 1995.

Meanwhile, Belgian tactician Hugo Broos became the event's fourth-oldest coach, leading Cameroon
aged 65 years and 76 days. Portuguese strategist Fernando Santos entered the old-timers' list in eighth
place at the age of 62 years and 265 days. Top of the ranking is still German coach Otto Rehhagel, who
was 66 years and 317 days old when he managed Greece in the 2005 edition.

Five of the 16 games played during the 2017 finals were drawn, which is the highest number for any
single edition in the competition’s history.
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More tournament highlights

U Before Russia, the last host team to be eliminated in the group round were Korea Republic in 2001.

U Mexico moved closer to Brazil's tournament record for matches played (27 to 33), whereas Australia
joined Japan in third place on 16.

U Chile are the oldest team to have graced the competition, averaging 29 years and one month, which
surpasses Uruguay's record of 28 years and eight months set in 2013.

U Mexico increased their tally of victories in the Confederations Cup to 11 games, becoming the second
side to enter double figures, behind Brazil who remain on 23.

U Portugal's run of 354 minutes without conceding, which was ended by Luis Neto's own goal in the play-
off for third place against Mexico, is the fifth-longest run of invincibility in the history of the
Confederations Cup. The record of 572 minutes was set by Cameroon between 2001 and 2003.
Portuguese stopper Rui Patricio was between the sticks for all of those 354 minutes, taking him up to
fourth in the competition's goalkeeping hall of fame, behind Dida (503), Oswaldo Sanchez (368) and
Carlos Kameni (367).

U Inthe semi-final against Chile, Portugal became the first team in Confederations Cup history to fail to
score in a penalty shoot-out.

U In this edition, Mexico set a new tournament benchmark for the longest sequence of matches without a
clean sheet, having conceded in their last ten games and counting.

U Chile set a precedent by chalking up the most consecutive draws in a Confederations Cup, with three in
arow.

U New Zealand are still without a win following their fourth Confederations Cup participation, which leaves
the All Whites with a record of one draw and 11 defeats. The Oceanianteam a
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
